THIS DEED is dated                    June 2014
Parties
(1) Newsquest Media (Southern) Limited incorporated and registered in England and Wales with company number 1350 whose registered office is at 58 Church Street, Weybridge, Surrey, KT13 8DP (Publisher).
(2) [INSERT NAME]  (Dragon Designer/Winner).
Background
(A) The Winner has created the DDD (as defined below) for a design competition run by the Publisher.
(B) The Publisher and the Winner acknowledge that the Publisher may create Future Work (as defined below).
(C) The Winner hereby agrees by this Deed to assign to the Publisher all copyright and database rights in the DDD on the terms set out in this agreement.
Agreed terms
1. Interpretation
The following definitions and rules of interpretation apply in this agreement.
1.1 Definitions:
Business Day: a day other than a Saturday, Sunday or public holiday in England when banks in [London] are open for business.
Dragon Deane Competition: means the competition for the best Dragon Dean Design as promoted and published by the Publisher. 
Future Work:  means any further modification, variation made to the Winner’s DDD by the Publisher’s employees or agents. 
DDD: Deane Dragon Design.
1.2 Clause, Schedule and paragraph headings shall not affect the interpretation of this agreement.
1.3 A person includes a natural person, corporate or unincorporated body (whether or not having separate legal personality) 
1.4 References to clauses and Schedules are to the clauses and Schedules of this agreement.
1.5 Unless the context otherwise requires, words in the singular shall include the plural and in the plural shall include the singular.
1.6 Unless the context otherwise requires, a reference to one gender shall include a reference to the other genders.
1.7 A reference to a statute or statutory provision is a reference to it as amended, extended or re-enacted from time to time.
1.8 A reference to a statute or statutory provision shall include all subordinate legislation made from time to time under that statute or statutory provision.
1.9 A reference to writing or written includes fax but not e-mail.
1.10 Any words following the terms including, include, in particular, for example or any similar expression shall be construed as illustrative and shall not limit the sense of the words, description, definition, phrase or term preceding those terms.
2. Assignment
In consideration of entering the Deane Dragon Competition and having the Winner’s DDD appear on a Deane Dragon, the Winner hereby assigns to the Publisher absolutely with full title guarantee the following rights throughout the world:
(a) the entire copyright and all other rights in the nature of copyright subsisting in the Winner’s DDD and all Future Work drafts or later versions of it;
(b) all other rights in the DDD and the Future Work  of whatever nature, whether now known or created in the future, to which the Winner is now, or at any time after the date of this agreement may be entitled by virtue of the laws in force in the United Kingdom and in any other part of the world,
in each case for the whole term including any renewals, reversions, revivals and extensions and together with all related rights and powers arising or accrued, including the right to bring, make, oppose, defend, appeal and obtain relief (and to retain any damages recovered) in respect of any infringement, or any other cause of action arising from ownership, of any of these assigned rights, whether occurring before, on, or after the date of this agreement.
3. Warranties
The Winner warrants that, at the time of entry into the Deane Dragon Competition:
(a) the DDD is original work which has not been copied wholly or substantially from any other work or material or any other source;
(b) the Winner is the sole legal and beneficial owner of the rights assigned by me in this agreement;
(c) the Winner is unaware of any infringement, or likely infringement of, any of the rights assigned by this agreement;
(d) so far as the Winner is aware, the exploitation of the rights assigned by this agreement will not infringe the rights of any third party;
4. Indemnity
4.1 The Winner shall indemnify the Publisher against all liabilities, costs, expenses, damages and losses (including any direct, indirect or consequential losses, loss of profit, loss of reputation and all interest, penalties and legal costs (calculated on a full indemnity basis) and all other professional costs and expenses) suffered or incurred by the Publisher arising out of or in connection with: 
(a) any breach by the Winner of the warranties contained in clause 3 above. 
(b) the enforcement of this agreement. 
4.2 At the request of the Publisher and at the Winner's own expense, the Winner shall provide all reasonable assistance to enable the Publisher to resist any claim, action or proceedings brought against the Publisher as a consequence of that breach.
5. Moral rights
The Winner, being the sole author of the Works, waives absolutely his moral rights arising under the Copyright, Designs and Patents Act 1988 and, so far as is legally possible, any broadly equivalent rights he may have in any territory of the world.
6. Further assurance
6.1 The Winner irrevocably appoints the Publisher to be its attorney in its name and on its behalf to execute documents, use the Winner’s name and do all things which are necessary or desirable for the Publisher to obtain for itself or its nominee the full benefit of this agreement. 
6.2 This power of attorney is irrevocable as long as any of the Winner's obligations under this agreement remain undischarged.
6.3 Without prejudice to clause 6.1, the attorney may, in any way it thinks fit and in the name and on behalf of the Winner:
(a) take any action that this agreement requires the Winner to take;
(b) exercise any rights which this agreement gives to the Winner; and
(c) appoint and remove one or more substitute attorneys with full power as the Winner's attorney on terms that the attorney thinks fit.
7. Waiver
No failure or delay by a party to exercise any right or remedy provided under this agreement or by law shall constitute a waiver of that or any other right or remedy, nor shall it prevent or restrict the further exercise of that or any other right or remedy. No single or partial exercise of such right or remedy shall prevent or restrict the further exercise of that or any other right or remedy.
8. Entire agreement
8.1 This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes and extinguishes all previous agreements, promises, assurances, warranties, representations and understandings between them, whether written or oral, relating to its subject matter.
8.2 Each party agrees that it shall have no remedies in respect of any statement, representation, assurance or warranty (whether made innocently or negligently) that is not set out in this agreement. Each party agrees that it shall have no claim for innocent or negligent misrepresentation [or negligent misstatement] based on any statement in this agreement.
9. Variation
No variation of this agreement shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by the parties (or their authorised representatives).
10. Severance
10.1 If any provision or part-provision of this agreement is or becomes invalid, illegal or unenforceable, it shall be deemed modified to the minimum extent necessary to make it valid, legal and enforceable. If such modification is not possible, the relevant provision or part-provision shall be deemed deleted. Any modification to or deletion of a provision or part-provision under this clause shall not affect the validity and enforceability of the rest of this agreement.
10.2 If any provision or part-provision of this agreement is invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the parties shall negotiate in good faith to amend such provision so that, as amended, it is legal, valid and enforceable, and, to the greatest extent possible, achieves the intended commercial result of the original provision.
11. Third party rights
No one other than a party to this agreement shall have any right to enforce any of its terms.
12. Notices
12.1 Any notice given to a party under or in connection with this contract shall be in writing.

13. Governing law
This agreement and any dispute or claim arising out of or in connection with it or its subject matter or formation (including non-contractual disputes or claims) shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the law of England and Wales.
14. Jurisdiction
Each party irrevocably agrees that the courts of England and Wales shall have exclusive jurisdiction to settle any dispute or claim arising out of or in connection with this agreement or its subject matter or formation (including non-contractual disputes or claims).
This document has been executed as a deed and is delivered and takes effect on the date stated at the beginning of it.
